EXHIBIT GUIDELINES

1. Each artist may submit one piece for exhibit to hang for a 6 - 8 week period, unless otherwise noted.  If a work is sold during the duration of the exhibit, the artist may replace it with another piece.
     2.  All work should be professional in appearance, properly framed & matted with wire     
           attached for hanging.  The maximum size shall be 30” x 40”
3.  Work should be labeled with the artist’s name, address, phone#, or email, name of  
     piece, price, medium & size.  
4.  Work may be dropped off at in the Hallway in front of “Scoop” during the specified
    time, by the specified deadline for each exhibit.  There will be no exceptions.
5. Only original artwork by the artist is accepted. Print edition fine art prints such as 
    lithographs, etchings, serigraphs, and photographs are acceptable.  Giclee” prints   
          are also acceptable.
6. Subject matter shall be appropriate for a family atmosphere. 
     7. The show coordinators shall have the authority to omit or remove any works that do
   not follow these guidelines.

     8. Each exhibit may or may not follow a scheduled theme. 
     9. All Artwork shall be for sale or be an example of the type of work the artist will do on

         commission.

     10. Sales will be handled through Andy Foley, the restaurant owner or one of the show 
          coordinators.  Checks will be made out directly to the artist.  A 10% commission is   
          due to “What’s the Scoop” on all sales.

11. If a customer would like to contact you directly we will give them your card or  the

the contact information you provide.  Please let us know if you do not want specific information given out.

12. All artwork should up for the duration of the show!  If you absolutely need to take a 

piece, please call Sue or Carol , and let us know.   Also let us know if you sell something. We are responsible for the inventory and need to know what is, or is not there at all times.  This is to protect you and your artwork.
