Rules for submitting and exhibiting artwork

1. The purpose of any art exhibit through ARTS ON THE COAST ASSOCIATION, INC, (AOC), is to showcase artistic talents of its’ members. Artwork may be for sale or display purposes only. Artists are normally expected to be present during exhibit hours, unless otherwise noted.   
2. Art shows through AOC are considered PG-13. We do not allow artwork that would violate community standards. If the artwork features a character or idea that does not belong to you , you need to credit the owner or creator. We may refuse to hang artwork that we feel violates these guidelines. The judgment of the art show coordinator or President is final.
3. Only original artwork by the artist is accepted. “Print edition fine art prints such as giclee’ prints, lithographs, etchings, serigraphs, and photographs are accepted. While we will be as careful as possible when hanging artwork, we will not take responsibility for pieces that are damaged by hanging. Two-dimensional works should have surfaces that are not easily damaged by hanging. Artists who feel their works are worth more than $100.00 should consider insuring their work against theft or damage. All artwork presented for display should be professional in appearance, with 2-D work framed / matted as necessary for hanging.

      Display cases for jewelry are recommended. 
      Art work should be labeled with the artist’s name, address, and phone number or e-mail.                   

4. Arts On The Coast Association, Inc. will not handle the sale of any artwork. Sale of artwork                    is directly between the customer and artist.

The artist ( exhibitor) shall at all times protect, indemnify, save and hold harmless ARTS ON THE COAST ASSOCIATION, INC. and WHAT’S THE SCOOP against loss, damage, liability or expense  which arises out of  or by reason of any act or omission of exhibitor, his employees, or agents.
